This year, the Tournament will commence Saturday through Monday. 

Make checks payable to the "DTC Silver Stick" Tournament. Any Team registered with USA Hockey as Tier I will NOT be accepted into this Tournament!  The Tournament will use a Round-Robin format in every bracket possible.  Applications will be accepted in multiples of four chronologically and before the postmarked deadline.  Teams are guaranteed a minimum of three games. Before entering the Tournament, please consider 1) S.A.T & A.C.T. tests,  2) School Rules playing on Monday and,  3) League game commitments before sending in your entry.

There will be no overtime in the Round-Robin playdowns.  Any fighting or Match penalty will result in suspension for the rest of this Regional Tournament.  Team Awards for first and second place and individual Silver Stick Champion pins for the winners & individual Finalist pins will be awarded along with a participation pin for all Team members participating.   Since the winners of each Division/Classification proceed to the Finals, it is necessary that a fair distribution of Teams between brackets must be used.  The attached questionnaire will be used in this determination.  

The Team Roster, Questionnaire and Entry Fee must be postmarked by October 25, 2010.  If there are more Teams overall or too many in a Division than total ice time available, we will accept the entries in chronological order, postmark deadline and Regional Qualification. YOU MUST USE OUR ROSTER FORM!  There will be no refunds once the October 25th deadline has passed! 

The schedule and brackets will be mailed to all Teams in the Tournament by November 13, 2010.  If there is a specific person you wish to receive this information, please note such person at the end of the questionnaire.  If you include an e-mail address, you will receive the schedule much faster.  

NOTES: Certified USA hockey Team Roster, Player Registration and Player Birth Certificates will be required at Player check-in.  Please do not wait until the last minute to get these ready.  They are not needed with your entry form.  Any Player can only play one (1) game without their birth certificate. 1.  PLAYING RULES....The official USA playing rules shall be used in all Divisions except as       

                                        noted below.

2.  TIME OF PERIODS/PENALTIES.

A. A one minute rest period will be provided between each period including overtime

     periods.

B. All periods will be played in stop time (see Rule 12).

C. If the score is tied at the end of regulation time in an elimination game, a ten minute 

     sudden victory overtime period shall be played in stop time.  If the tie remains, a shootout 

     will take place until a winner is determined.  The procedures for a shootout will be 

     handed out upon the occurrence.  (No overtimes will be played in round-robin or seeding  

     rounds.)

3.  TEAM ROSTERS....For all Silver Stick Hockey Tournaments, Teams shall consist of a    

     maximum of twenty (20) Players.  Two (2) of the players must be dressed as goaltenders if a 

     full twenty player roster is used.

4.  TEAM REGISTRATION....TEAMS MUST BE REGISTERED WITH USA HOCKEY.

5.  PLAYER REGISTRATION....PLAYERS MUST BE REGISTERED WITH USA HOCKEY.

6.  DUAL REGISTRATION....A Player who is on more than one team roster, competing in  

      this tournament must declare, before playing any tournament game, which team they will be 

     playing with and must remain with that team for the duration of the tournament.

7.  TOURNAMENT REGISTRATION....The Coach or Team Representative must check in with 

     the Tournament Marshall one hour before their first game.  EACH TEAM IS REQUIRED TO 

     FURNISH A COPY OF THEIR USA PLAYER REGISTRATION FORM THAT HAS BEEN  

     CERTIFIED BY THE DISTRICT REGISTRAR.  The Tournament Marshall must inspect  

     each player's READABLE BIRTH CERTIFICATE  in order for the player to be eligible to 

     play.  A current photograph of the player may be requested as further proof by a Tournament  

     Marshall.  The scoresheet lineup must be checked at this time.

8.  PLAYER CHECK-IN....Teams must be present no later than 3/4 hour before game time.  

     Each player will be required to sign a player sign-in form before each game.  Teams must be  

     on the ice at the designated times or by the Tournament Marshall when rescheduled or

     warmup will be forfeited.  When the official is ready to start the game, both teams will be 

     ready to play or a forfeit will result.

9.  PLAYER'S BENCH....Only team player's and a maximum of three (3) team officials will be 

     permitted on the player's bench.

10. CAPTAIN AND ALTERNATE....The referee or official scorer shall be advised prior to  

      the start of each game, of the name of the captain and the player who will serve as alternate.

11. FIGHTING....Any player receiving a fighting penalty will be suspended for the 

      remainder of this Regional Tournament.

12. MERCY RULE....If any game reaches a six (6) goal differential at any time, running 

      time shall be instituted except for recording goals, penalties or injuries, until the deficit falls 

      below six (6) or to the end of the game.
13.  TOURNAMENT SUSPENSIONS....Any player receiving a match penalty shall be suspended 

      from further play in the tournament.  Any coach, manager, or trainer receiving a game       

      misconduct shall be suspended for the next game of his/her team. Physical abuse of an 

      official result in suspension from the tournament.  Any coach, manager, or team official who has 

      received a suspension will not sit close to his/her team while suspension is in effect.

14. PROFANE LANGUAGE....Profane language will not be tolerated from players, team 

      officials, parents or fans.  Any profanity will be dealt with severely.

15. PROTESTS....NO PROTESTS SHALL BE PERMITTED.

16. UNIFORM COLORS....The Home team shall wear either white or predominately light

      colored jerseys.  Where a team only has one set of jerseys, the other team will wear a 

      contrasting color.  The Home Team is determined as the top team in the elimination bracket 

      or the first team listed in the round-robin format and the schedule of games.
17. EQUIPMENT....All players participating in this tournament must wear equipment which     

      meets the requirements of USA HOCKEY as defined in the current rule book.  In Mid-Am, 

      Peewee and above must wear an internal mouthpiece and helmet strap must be fastened.

18.  GAME OFFICIALS....Game Officials will generally be officials from the Mid-Am District  

      and will be assigned by the Dayton Regional Silver Stick Committee.

19. MEDICAL ASSISTANCE....Emergency medical assistance will be on call for any major   

      injury.

20. ROUND-ROBIN WINNER....The standing determination in the round-robin games will be   

      determined by the method defined in the USA guide book with the exception that six (6)  

      goals is the maximum differential allowed when comparing GOALS FOR VS  

      AGAINST in each game.  Points are as two (2) for a win and one (1) for a tie.  In the event   

      that two or more teams have the same number of points, the head-to-head results will be the 

      first tie breaker.  The goal difference (goals for minus goals against) for all tied teams is the  

      second step.  The goal quotionant (goals for divided by goals against) for all tied teams is the    

      third step.  If these do not break the tie, the goal difference and goal quotionant for all teams 

      will be used.  If these steps do not determine a winner, a short ten minute mini-game will be 

      scheduled.  If tie remains after the mini game, a shootout will occur using the format 

      established for tie games requiring overtime.

21. SEEDING ROUND....The two (2) seeding round games will be used to determine 

      placement in the single elimination playdown in the following manner:  four points for a win 

      or two points for a tie and two points are awarded for winning a period or one point for a tie.

      A grand total of 20 points could be accumulated through the two games.  These points will be      

      used to determine the position in the playdown.  In the event that two Teams are positioned 

      to play each other, who have played in the positioning round, the Tournament will adjust the 

      standings by one position to provide different opponents.  This will be covered in the    

      Coaches meeting. 

22. REGIONAL WINNER....The team winning their division in the Silver Stick Regional 

      Tournament must supply the Tournament Director with the team roster and entry fee to be 

      eligible for the Silver Stick Finals.  The roster form will be completed prior to leaving the 

      Arena after the final game.   A check for $100 (a portion of the Finals’ entry fee) must be   

      submitted at that time.
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
